1/2 LB. BUTTER (salted or unsalted) 

Cream softened butter, Then Add: 

1 c. Powdered Sugar 

1 Tbsp Milk 

1 tsp. Vanilla 

2 1/2 C. Flour (add slowly & cream in between) 

Dough will get crumbly but will eventually hold together.  Chill.  
Let soften before rolling out.  Roll out dough using Powdered 
Sugar, NOT flour!  Cut out and place on parchment paper.  Bake 
at 325degrees until just golden.  Will be crispy when fresh but 
will soften when iced. 

FROSTING: 

1/2 C. Shortening (regular Crisco, NOT butter flavored) 

1/2 C. Butter (unsalted) 

Cream together and then Add: 

1 tsp. vanilla 

2 TBSP Milk 

4 C. Powdered Sugar 

Cream everything until smooth.  Add food coloring as desired.
